midable Army under the Walls of Vienna
overthrown and difperfed. Seized in his Turn
with the Terrors, into which he had thrown
all Germany, and reduced to fly before the
Troops he had defpifed a few Days before,
he thought himf{elf happy in having brought
off the Ruins of his Army to his ancient
Frontier.

Lewis the Fourteenth, whom a Train of
uninterrupted Succefles had made the Ter-
ror of his Neighbours, had confented to {uf-
pend by a Truce the antient Quarrel be-
tween his own, and the Houfe of Aufiria,
and, to ufe the Language of thofe Times,
* the Sun had ftopped his Courfe that Fo/bua
mighthave Time to conquer the Canaanites:
But being fatisfied with the Meafures he
had taken with the Emperor in that dange-
rous and difficulc Conjunéture, he did not
think it proper to continue him thofe Suc-
cours which were become lefs neceffary,
and which he forefaw he fthould have Oc-
cafion to make Ufe of himfelf, in the Exe-
cution of the Changes he meditated at home.

The Revolution in England, and the fa-
mous Treaty of Aufburgh, had given Rea-
fon to the greateft Parc of Europeto enter into
Engagments againft France; and that Crown
had to fupport it felf at the fame Time a-
gainft the Emperor and the whole Empire,

* The Sun was at that Time almoft in all the Devices of

Spa‘n,
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Spain, England, Holland, Sawvoy, and other
confederate Powers.

The Party taken by the Emperor in this
War was the moft advantagious to the O7-
toman Intereft the Divan could defire. It
occafioned a Diverfion, that gave the Turks
Time to take Breath; and they no longer
apprehended an Enemy, who, inftead of
augmenting his Troops and drawing them
all together for the entire Conqueft of Hun-
gary, laid ‘himfelf under the Neceffity of
employing them elfewhere.

It is true there was an Alliance fubfift- Lesguebe-
ing between the Emperor, the King of Po- E};{,;g:
land, and the Venetians; but as the Empe- Polandand
ror had reduced himfelf to the Defenfive,”? =
the Venetians were in no Condition to a&f’f‘;}l};{f
offenfively alone; and Legpold by an unac-
countable Policy had deprived himfelf of
the King of Poland’s Afiiftance. That He-
ro, whofe Valour and great Abilities the
Turks had before fufficiently experienced,
had a great Share in the Glory of the Cam-
paign, which drove them out of the Em-
pire; and Auftria could not deny without
Ingratitude it’s being indebted for the Pre-
fervation’ of it’s Capital to Sobiefki.

This Monarch was however not treated The Em-
by the Emperor with all the Gratitude hisPorors,
glorious Services might give him Reafon g4,
to expect. In an Interview between them,
Leopold affetted a ftiff, punctilious Ceremo-

nial, and piqued himfelf unfeafonably upon
making a Prince fenfible of his Superiority,
who had juft before recovered him Vienna,
Auftria, and Hungary, and who for no o-
ther Reward than the Glory of relieving an
Ally, ‘had left his own Dominions, and
come to preferve him from the common
Enemy.

The Emperor, when he faw his Affairs
on that Side were fo re-eftablithed, that
he could {pare the King of Poland, was bet-
ter pleafed to difguft, and by that Means in-
duce him to retire, than to multiply Obli-
gations at his own Expence. The wretch-
ed Winter Quarters, afligned the Poles,
were {ufficiently expreflive of his Sentiments
in regard to them. Thus the Generofity
of Sobiefki in flying to the Relief of Vienna,
the Prodigies of his Valour, admired even
by the Turks, and the Dangers to which he
expofed his Perfon in the Battle of Barca,
had no other Return than the Coldnefs of
a Court, from which he deferved the high-

- eft Gratitude and Acknowledgment.
Ol:fgi.c,ou"t This Coldnefs of Behaviour was not all;
o;p(;f:gfinthey carried it {o far as to do him ill Of-
inevery fices. Sobiefei had defired one of the Arch-
Thing:  quchefles for Prince Fames his eldeft Son:
His Propofal was reje¢ted, and, to'add to the
Refufal, Meafures were taken to prevent the
young Prince from efpoufing the Princefs
of Radzivil, 'The immenfe Fortunes in
her
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her Poffeffion feemed to the Emprefs a fuf-
ficient Motive for traverfing that Alliance.
The Imperial Minifter managed fo well,
that the Princefs was married to Prince
Charles of Neuburgh, the Emprefles Bro-
ther, notwithftanding her prior Engage-
ment to the Prince of Pedland, to whom,
for the Security of her Promife, the had by
Writing in Form refigned her Eftate, in
cafe the fhould fail to perform it

In vain would the King have put  this
Writing in Execution. ‘Thro’ the Intrigues
of the Imperial Minifters, the Diet of Grod-
nocame to nothing; and all the others which
he affembled during his Life had no better
Succefs. The Court of Firenna thought
themfelves fufficiently acquitted in marry-
ing a Princefs of the Houfe of Neuburgh
to Prince Fames; an Alliance fo well re-
commended, and {o affeting to the Queen,
that fhe fpared no Expence however confi-
derable to promote it.

Thefe were not the only Difficuldies the Mifunder-
King had to furmount. He could not fee fjc“‘“i;;‘i
without Grief Kaminiek, the only Fortrefs the Kng
the Poles had on that Side, fubjeted to"s‘“\{;];‘;‘
the Turks, and with it Podolia, one of the
moft fertile Provinces of the Kingdom. He
had promifed himlelf not only to regain
them, but all the Republick had loft under
the Kings, his Predeceflors. This the De-
ftiny of Poland would not admit. They

B j3 were
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were not now the fame Poles who had fol-
lowed him thro’ Dangers with fo much
Ardour, when he was only Grand Marfhal
or General of the Crown. They feemed
1o have forgot their Vi&ories under his Con-
duct, and betray an Indolence fit only to
difconcert his Projeéts.

Even in his own Family fprung up two
Enemies not a little formidable, as they were
both Men of Capacity, and in Employments

that gave them the greateft Authority.
;lnfﬁri/guelof One of them, Wielopolfei, was Grand
JA;;-:E %" Chancellor of the Crown, and the Queen’s
Brother-in-Law. He had framed a Con-
fpiracy, and by the Number and Quality
of his Aflociates in the Proje&, was capa-
ble of occafioning great Revolutions in the
State; but a Diftemper, which in a few
Days proved mortal, difconcerted his Scheme,
and delivered the Court from that Danger.
As{foon as he perceived an Intrigue, of which
himfelf was the Soul, was upon the Point of
falling tothe Ground by his Death,he burnt all
the Letters of the Confpirators, to prevent the
King’s Knowledge of their pernicious Defign.
Conductof T he other was Radziewfli, “the King’s
Cardinal - near Relation, whom he had ‘raifed to the
';(‘?_Z”””"’" Dignity of Archbithop of Guefna. That
5 high Station, to which the Primacy of Po-
land is annexed, did not make fo great an
Impreffion upon him, as the King’s Refu-
fal to procure him the firt Cardinal’s Hat
in
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i his Nomination.  Sobiefki had beftowed it
upon the Bifhop of Mar/eilles, who had not a
litele contributed to his Election. The ‘Pope
afterwards of hisown Accord granted him the
Purple. Thisungrateful Prelate made noother
Return for thefe Honours, than to apply them
perpetually in Oppofition to the Meafures,
which the King his Benefactor thought fic to

take for the Eftablithment of his Family.
Ingratitude feemed infeparable from So-
biefkr’s Favour and Services. 'The Sapiehas
were in a great meafure indebted to him for
the Dignities they enjoyed in Poland. He
had brought them out of the Duchy of
Lithuania, where, notwithftanding their
great Riches, they lived in obfcurity, com-
paratively to the  Condition in which he
found Means to place them by his Cre-
dit. He did indeed make Ufe of them to
counterpoife the Power of the Parz, whofe
Party were no way favourable to him: And
~ that Motive the Sapiehas conceived equiva-
lent to all he had done for them; fo that
believing themfelves under no Obligation,
they took upon them tooppofe him in every
thing: At the Diet of Grodno mentioned
before, they entered into a Treaty with the
Imperial Minifters, and diffolved it. Prince
Fames was prefent at that Meeting, in Hopes
of being admitted to accompany his Father
under the Canopy, and feat himfelf by his
Side: At which the Sapiehas took Umbrage,
B4 apprehen-

apprehenfive left the Nation, accuftomed
‘to fee that Prince {o near the Throne, thould
refolve to place him upon it after the King’s
Death. Which . Apprehenfion made. a
ftronger Impreffion upon them as their own
Views of it were not very remote. They
flactered themielves ‘either to fecure the
Crown, or at leaft to difmember the Du-
chy of Lithuania for themfelves; which
Duchy they already governed almoft as
Sovereigns.  Senfible the King could do no-
thing without Diets, they always found
Means to introduce fuch Incidents, asren-
dered their Meeting ineffe@ual. Their
Quarrel with the Bithop of #ilna occafi-
oned no common Diforders.
Quarrel of  Sdpieba, General of the Troops of Li-
f}‘l’ﬁ"féf;ﬁndtbmnia, had quartered a Garrifon upon the
of Wiy L Lands of that Bithop, who complained ex-
ceedingly of fo great a Violation of his Im-
munities. That Prelate after feveral ufelefs
Endeavours excommunicated the General,
who got himfelf abfolved by Radzicaw/ki,
This Affair divided the whole Kingdom,
and was a Pretext for diffolving the Diets.
‘The fatal Divifion continued during all the
Reign of Sobiefks. '
Sobisfhi ‘The King, offended to find fuch Diffi-
difgufied dence and Coldnefs in a Nation, whofe Glo-
’tfi‘ei;“t “ry was his only Aim, and piqued with the
kind of repeated Oppofition of the Perfons he had
Lie. loaded with his Favours, at length made a

Refolu-

Refolution conformable to his Age, the State
of his Health, and the Intereft of his Iffue.
From a Prince, liberal to Prodigality when
only a private Perfon, he entirely changed
his Condu&, and corre&ed: his former Ex-
cefs by falling into the contrary Extreme.
A Court always refident inone Place could
not avoid abundance of Expences to fup-
port its Grandeur. The King and Queen
led an itinerant kind of Life, and never ap=
peared in the Capital, but when the Sea-
fon, or fome indifpenfable Occafion confin-
ed them there..  The Polifh Court was fome-
times feen in one Province, fometimes in
another, vifiting the King’s Lands either in
Ruffia, the Ukraine, or elfewhere, and by that
Means faving all, that Pomp and Luxury
would have confumed at #'arfaw. The
King expended little, and nothing without
Relu&ance. From Profufion he fell to Oe-
conomy, and from Oeconomy to Avarice,
which Alteration has the Apology of being
lefs the Effe¢t of his Will than his Policy.

at in promoting the Alliances, which ap-my.
proached her Children to the Points the had
in View. Befides the great Sums of Money
the had facrificed to the Marriage of her Son

‘The Age and Infirmities of the King were
another Motive with her for haftening her
Difpofitions. As he rofe to the Throne by
a Gradation of Dignities, that infenfibly ap-
proached him to it, his Reign did not be-
gin till the fiftieth Year of his Age.  The
Fatigues of War had added very much to
his bodily Infirmities ; a Bloating which was
turned into a Dropfy left no Room to expect
hecould live much longer. Hedid not how-
ever dye of that Diftemper. It feemed to
give way to the Medicines he made ufe of,
and it was generally believed he was better
in Health, when a Fit of the Apoplexy on
the 17 Fune 1696, overthrew that Opi-
nion. By Degrees he came to himfelf, as
if from Slumber, when he was informed of
his Danger. He then defired to take the
Sacraments of the Church, which he receiv-
ed with great Prefence of Mind; he em-
braced
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braced his Children, recom_mended them to
his Friends, received again the laft Abfolu- I Dol
tion, prefently after which his Fit returned, 3, >
and he expired at nine the fame Evening. 1696
Thus ended the Reign of one of the great- 13 poaige.
eft Heroes Poland ever produced. He was
born 1624, and made Grand Marthall of
the Crown 1665. Two Years after which
he rofe to the Dignity of Great General of
the Kingdom. To thefe Honours were add-
ed Grand Mafter of the Houthould, Pala-
tine of Cracow, &c. = Poland at that Time
thought it lmpoﬁzble to reward an Officer
fuﬁicxent]y, who had delivered it from the
infamous T'ribute, which the weak Michael
Koribut, who then relgned had confent-
ed to pay the Turks. Sobiefki avenged his
Country by the Vi&ory of Cochin. He had
before recovered for the Republick fixty
Towns in the Ukraine where' the Coffacks
had rofe in Arms. A long Series of Vi&o-
ries or Conquefts (hortened the Interval bb-
tween them and the Throne; and even af-
ter he was aflured of it, by his Election
May 10, 1674, that he mlg‘lt deferve the
Crown' by new Services, he delayed fifteen
Months the Ceremony ‘'of his Coronation,
to juftify ftill better the Choice of the Re-
publick. That Interval he applied in attain-
ing fuch Advantages from the Turks as re-
duced them to folicite a Peace. It was con-
cluded at Zurowna x675, and continued "till
Spring
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Spring 1683. That Year, fo glorious to this

him a new Career; the paft was the Ear-
neft of the future, and the Emperor and the
Poles might have aflured themfelves of a
long Series of Triumphs, had not the Jea-
loufy of the one, and the Divifions of the
others been invincible Obftacles to their Pro-
grefs. When difgufted in Germany he would
have confined himfelfto the Interefts of Po-
Jand, his Generals complained, that his Pre-
fence laid them under too much reftraine,
and left them no Opportunity of fignalifing
themfelves ; and after his having complyed
with their Inclinations, when the greatFaults
they committed obliged him to refume
the Command of his Army, they feconded
him fo ill, that they put it entirely out of his
Power to do any Thing of great Impor-
tance.

Sobiefki was to Poland what Vefpafian was
to the Roman Empire; each of them rofe
by the fame Degrees and the fame Virtues
from the Command of Armies to fovereign
Authority; and both are reproached with
the fame Failings; to finifh the Parallel,
Sobiefki did not leave the Scepter to his Son.
Poland had perhaps gained a Tifus thereby,
but the Cuftoms of the Kingdom would not
admit it, and tho’ the Poles thould have
inclined to take one of his Family for the
King’s Succeflor, their Choice could not
have
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have been confirmed without great Diffi- 1696-
culties. They looked upon the eldeft as the

- An Affembly of the Bifhops,
Senators, and the great Generals of Poland
and Lithuania cencluded with the Primate
to fend Circular Letters into the Provinces
to fignify the Interregnum; and give them
Notice to prepare all Things for the Diet;
to difpatch Couriers to all the Courts of Ex-
rope to notify the King’s Death; to rein-
force the Garrifons upon the Frontiers, and
to affign them pay out of the Revenues of
the Crown; to provide for the Security of
Fort- Trzmiy and the other Conquefts in Mol-
davia. The Precaution in regard to the
Fort was the more neceflary, becaufe as it
lay very near Kaminieck, into which the
Turks had lately thrown a great Convoy, it
was to be feared they would take the Ad-
vantage of this Conjuncture to feize alfo up-
on that Place.

lenfko are only titular, fince thofe Cities have
been disjoined from Poland in Favour of
Mufcovy. Upon a Vacancy of thefe Tites,
there are feldom wanting Ecclefiafticks e-
nough to follicite for them, as they give the
Title and Rank of Senators. The Archbi-
fhop of Grefna is always the firft Perfon of
the Senate, and Head and Regent of the
Kingdom in the Interregnum. By his Au-
thority he can coin Money, and iffue his u-
niverfal or- circular Letters to all the Orders
of the Republick, for their holding inferior
Diets; and he can appoint the Time for
the Meeting of the General Diet. He alfo
proclaims the King upon his being elected.

Un-
der him is a Vice Palatine. The Thirty
two Palatines of Poland and Lithuania are
the firft Secular Senators, and tho’ general-
ly fpeaking the Caftellans and.

It feldom happens that they attain
to: that-of a.Major-General, which is much
the fame as a Brigadier in the Service of
France; the Nobility haveengrofied thefole
Power to- ele@ their Kings, to give them
Minifters, and Senators in lieu of Council,
to prefcribe their own Laws; - and to grant
themfelves- Privileges. To them belongs
the Defence of the Republick, when it ap-
pears that the King would exceed the Li-
mitations * prefcribed’ him in the Treaty,
(called Pacta Conventa) which they make
with him before his Coronation.

‘The Palatinates of Lencicia and
Rava, joined this Confederacy : Befides
which a Courier arrived with Letters to the
Primate from the Prince of Conti: “That
Prince after having made his Acknowledg=
ments for the Choice the Republick had
made of his Perfon, aflured him of his Re-
folution of coming to place himfelf at the
Head of their Troops, and venture his Blood
in Defence of their Liberties, as {foon as he
received the News he expected. From
whence it appeared, the Prince had not yet
received the A& of his Ele¢tion, fent him by
the third Courier : But there was Reafon
to believe that A& was delivered to him
foon after the Date of his Letter, which was
fufficient to animate the Courage of his
Friends, and keep their Hopesalive.

He faid, hedefired nothing
fo much as to ﬁgnahze his Zeal for the pub-
lick Service, that in fo urgent a Danger, if
all the Nobility would unite, he would do
his utmoft to fupport their Meafures, but
without a Confederacy he could have no Con-
cern, having taken an Oath to obey the Laws,
without adhering to any Party, He after-
wards made great Complaintof the Violences
committed by the Elector and his Adherents,
particularly their having feized the Town
and Caftle of Cracow, an evident Attempt
as well upon the Liberry, as the Religion of
the Republick.

In this Aflembly were feveral of the E- yijence
lector’s Party, whofe coming thither, was on- committed
ly with Defign todiffolve the Dxetby proteft- igainlt ¢ o
ing. As{oon as the Marfhal had finith'd his sexony's
Difcourfe, Danow/fki, Nuncio of #ilfk: more P=rty-
refolute than the reft, began to fpeak. He
afked the meaning ofcallmg the Diet of Po-
parcia ; as the Nation had proclaimed the E-
leGtor of Saxony. He had prepared to en-
large upon the Océafion, when about fix
thoufand Gentlemen drew their Sabres. He
knew the Danger into which he had rafhly
thrown hlmfelf and endeavoured to fave
himfelf by Flight; but was purfued out of the
Field of Eletion, received feveral Wounds,

and
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1697 and was left for dead in the Arms of his
~ Friends, who had not dared to take his De-
fence upon themfelves. Danowfki did not
die of his Wounds, as was given out.” He
recovered, butloft the Ufe of his Limbs, and
was disfigured in fuch a Manner, as made
him a Spe&acle of Horror. All who had
Orders to fupport that Nuncio’s Proteft, were
terrifyed by this Ufage of him. They were
afraid fomuch as to whifper their Intention,

and ftole away at their firft Opportunity.
The Primate made alfo a Speech, in which
he explained the Reafons that ought to en-
gage them to fupport the Prince of Conti’s
Elettion. * He took Pains to prove, that it
was conformable to the Laws of the Realm,
and advantagious to the publick Good, and
the Safety of the Kingdom. He afterwards
ordered that Prince’s Letter to him to be
read, in which he declared the fole Motive
of his delaying his Journey, was hisnot ha-
ving received any Letter from the Repub-
lick.

The 27th
they came to no Refolution, the Abde Po-
lignac expecting Difpatches, that did not ar-
rive. ' That Day the Marfhal defired to know
what Anfwer fhould be given to fome Nun-
cio’s, from the Palatinates of Cracow and
Sendonir, who defired fafe Condué for their
Perfons, apprehenfive 'of being treated as the
Nuncio Danowfki had been..  Their Reply
was, that if ‘they came to the Diet for the
Defence of the Religion, the Laws, andLi-
berties of the Republick, they would be well . |
received;, but if they prefumed to difturb
the Aflembly with unfeafonable Protefts, they
might expe& to be anfwered in the fame
Style-with that Nuncio. :

the Moderation of the Princesof Conti, who
was apprehenfive of the leaft Appearance of
an Attempt upon the national Liberty, of
which he would not give the leaft Room to
{ufpe@ him. He excufed the Prince’s defer-
ring his Journey, and the Delay of the Re-
mittances, fometimes infinuating the Inter-
ception, to which Bills of Exchange were
liable, and fometimes the Frauds, whichthe
Merchants of Dantzick might commit at
the Queen’s Inftigation.

The Rokozs was therefore refolved upon,
for the Defence of Religion and Liberty ;
each of them engaging his Faith, Honour
and Confcience to fupport that Confederacy,
and to fhed the laft Drop of his Blood in the
fame Sentiments; and that it thould not be
diflolved, till the Republick thould be reefta-
blifhed inall its Rights and Privileges. And
for the better Regulation of Bufinefs, they
chofe for Marfhal of the Council, Stephen
de Rycht Humienifki, Mafter of the Houf-
hold of Podolia, and appointed two Depu-
ties of each Province for his Council.  Bre-
linfki refigned the Staff of Office to him, re-
{erving to himfelf the Right of prefenting the
Diploma, or A& of Ele&ion, to the King
legally chofen, which was granted.

In Conformity to the Cuftom upon like Oc-
cafions, they confidered upon appointing

Deputies
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Deputies from the Senate, and Nobility, to 1697
reprefent to the Elector of Saxony, the Vio- |
lation of the Rights and Liberties of the Re-
publick. The Difficulty was to find Per-
fons of Refolution enough to execute f{o deli-
cate a Commiffion. The Bifhop of Kiow,
to remove the Diet’s Perplexity upon this
Account, offered himfelf to go to Gracow,
and entreat the Eletor in the Name of the
Rokozs, to retire to his own Country from
the Lands of the Republick, and not pro-
ceed to the Coronation, intended by the
Bithop of Cujavia, becaufe that Ceremony
would be concluded of no Effe&, as would
all’ Statutes, Declarations, and all other Acts
whatfoever made, fubfifting the Protefts, as
well before as after the double Election. The
Prelate began his Journey to execute this
Commiffion, but upon being apprized, that
the Elector’s Party prepared to treat him in
the fame Manner, the Prince of Conti’s had
done Danowfki, he judged it rath to expofe
himfelf to fo evident a Danger, and inftead
of proceeding returned directly.

The following Days they agreed upon fe= presfures
veral Articles to fupport the Confederacy j of theCon- -
and came to a Refolution to write to the Bj. fedeae
thop of Cujavia and Cracow, and exhort
them, not to expofe themfelves to the Re-
fentment of the Republick, in crowning the
Elector of Saxony, for each Party fhiled it=
felf the Republick, and aflumed the Autho-
rity of a&ing in-the Name of the whole Na-
tion. At the fame Time the Bifthop of
Kiow, and the Caftellan Zurnowfe: were
appointed to-communicate to the Army the
Refolutions of the Diet, andto perfuade them
to join in the Confederacy. They conclud-
ed with defiring the Primate to haften his
Proclamations,: for the aflembling the Po/~
polite the 15th of September; in order for
the whole Nebility to march againft the E-
leStor of Saxony, if he refufed to depart the
Kingdom.

The Intention at Bottom was lefs to oblige TheirMs
the Ele&or to remove from the Lands of the tves
Republick, than to prevent the Coronation
of that Prince, fixed for the 15th of Sep=
tember.

upon Complaints made of his Behaviour, he
had been order’d to obferve an exa@ Neu-
trality, there was no Confidence to be repo-
fed in him upon that Account. It was
looked upon as much more expedient, toac-
cept the Ele&or of Brandenburgh’s Media-
tion, which had been negleGted for feveral
Weeks paft. Each Party accordingly ap-
pointed their Deputies, and the Conferen-

ces begun.

Propofals  The firft Propofal, made by the French
ofthe  Party, was of the fame Kind with thofe, that

Conference. - Their fecond Propofal, tho’
more moderate, -was no better received ;
which reduced them to be contented, that
the Ele@or thould defer his Coronation, at
leaft till OéZober, thatthey mighthave Time
for the Difcufiion of the three principal Points
in Queftion ; the difmiffion of the German
Troops; the Converfion of the Ele&refs; and
the Satisfacion to be made the Primate, for
the violent Attempts in prejudice of his Au-
thority. The Ele€tor feemed at firft to re-
lith this Expedient. To engage him to come
entirely into it, the Chiefs of the Rokozs
offered a Writing, by which they agreed to
acknowledge that Prince as Kzug, upon Con-
dition he would not be crown’d till the 3oth
of September. On the other Hand the fame
Lords offered the Primate, to oblige them-
felves by another Writing, never to aban-
don him, provided he would fign nothing in
prejudice of the Prince of Conts’sInterett.

The Ele&tor’s Council, having deliberated Ele@or’s

upon thefe Offers, did not give into the
Snave. It was refolved as foon as poffible
to found the Primate, and to demand his
Propofals in Writing. It was conceived,
that if he refufed, it would be a Proof, they
were a Contrivance to gain Time, or if he
complyed, they might at a proper Time be
made Ufe of againft himfelf. The Propo-
fal was made to him, but he excufed him-

K felf
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felf from figning any Thing. - He urged a

- great many Reafons for fuch Behaviour, and

amongft others, that it was neceflary to af-
femble the Nobility, in Order to reprefent
to them the Difpofition of .the Ele&or to
fatisfy the Republick upon it’s Grievances.
This Refufal of the Primate’s gave Reafon to
conclude, his Defign was only to amufe the
Council, and give Time to the Prince of Conti
to arrive in Poland. They were highly plea-
fed to fee the Poles, contraryto their Cuftom,
prefer theMethod of Treaty to that of Arms,
and did not fail to make the moft of a Dif-
pofition fo favourable to the EleGtor’s Inte-
reft.  Itwas refolved in that Prince’s Coun-
cil, that his Coronation fhould be on the
15th of September. They were the more
inclined to fuch a Refolution, becaufe ma-
ny Lords, and Gentlemen, waited only that
Ceremony, to declare in his Favour. Ma-
ny of the French Party difgufted with bare
Promifes’ without any Effeé, would have
been glad of the Coronation’s being over.
Others withed it for the fake of Peace and
Quiet, and to hear no more of an Affair,

He carried them off on
the gth at Midnight, and fent them to Dant-
zick, covered with Herbs and Roots, by a
Peafant he could truft, who delivered them
tothe great Chamberlain’s Lady, which La-
dy afterwards reftored them to the Embaf-
fador.

The Caftellan of Kalifch, whom they
particularly wanted, was {o fortunare to oet
off, and efcape an Ambufcade laid for him.
Thirey Horfe were detached in Purfuit of
him, who followed him in the Woods to no
Purpofe, for they could not come up with
him. The Staroft of Sonde? cut his Way
thro’ the Enemy Sword in Hand, with on-
ly four in his Company, and received cheir
whole Fire without a Wound, The Bithop
of Kiow, and the Caftellan of Braefiia took
San¢tuary in the Abby Church. The Ca-
ftellan they rifled, and abufed. The Bi-
fhop, who was before the Altar, proftrate

The Prince
carried away with him only four of the

fafely under the Cannon of the Caftleof Ter-
mand.  Before his Departure, he wrote two ;75
Letters, one to the Primate, and another to mate and
the Republick. In both of them he exprefl-the Re-
ed his great Difpleafure, in having feen -
Jand fubjeCted by foreign Troops, and the
Republick in Danger. In-thatto the Repub-

lick, he warmly reproached the Nobility,

his Adherents, with breach of Promife, and
abufing his Facility, in expofing him' to

come thither, and receive an Affront in the

Face of all Europe ; an Affront, he faid, of

which he was themore fenfible, as he had ne-

ver entertained Thoughts of being their

King.

he was obliged to preferve the Paffage of the
Sound free, and to maintain the Tranquillity
of the Baltick. That Monarch laid thofe
Veflels, however, under an Embargo, till
the Difference between the Court of France,
and the City of Dantzick, thould be accom-
modated.

The Elector of Saxomy’s Affairs, which,
before the Prince of Conts’s Departure, were
not a little fuccefsful, took new Force after
the Retreat of that Prince. -Not only feveral
Diftri&s of the Republick acknowledged him,
but took an Oath of Fidelity to him. A
Number of Gentlemen, to whom that Prince
opened his Arms, declared in his Favour.
A Parcof the Army fent their Deputies to
{wear entire Obedience to him in their Name;
and the King of Sweden, and the Czar of
Mufcovy oftered to affift him with their
Troops. A confiderable Party of the Nobi-
lity, however, altho’ in great Diftrefsby the
Prince of Conts’s Retreat, continued firm to
his Intereft, and did not lofe their Courage.
The Primate and {fome Lords fupported it
with
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with their whole Credit, and Authority. They

neglected no Arguments to prove the Good- "

nefs of their Caufe. - They publithed Mani-
feftos in Vindication of their Meafures, in
which they declared, thatall the Refolutions
they had hitherto taken, were not only juft,
but eflential to the Defence of their Religi-
on and Liberties; that this was the {oleRea-
fon of their Perfeverance in the Protefls,
they had made againft the irregular Pro-
ceedings of the contrary Faction ; and that
they did not only think it proper to confirm
thofe Protefts, but to add fuch. others, as
thould be Neceflary.

The Elector found no lefs Oppofition to
his Defigns from the Lords, who had ac-
knowledged him. That Prince had entered
Poland at the Head of his Troops, and was
obliged for the Safety of his Perfon, to con-
tinue a Body of them about him, and to
quarter them in Cracow. The Poles, who
cannot_endure the leaft Appearance of an
Attempt upon their Liberties, murmured
highly at this Behaviour. They complained
that the Privileges of the Nation were vio-
lated, in confiding the Guard of the Capiral
of Poland, to German Troops, which pro-
perly belonged to the Natives of the Coun-
try. Befides which the Poles and Germans
had a natural Antipathy for each other. The
Troops of the two Nations could not quarter
together,

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1697 together, without frequent Quarrels, which
LV were often followed either by Duels or Com-
bats between {mall Parties. This made it
neceflary to find an expedient to fatisfy the
Poles, without obliging the Germans to leave
the Kingdom, and to reconcile the Primate
and his Adherents ; two Things extremely
difficult; as many Interefts not only differ-
ent, but almoft direély oppofite, were tobe

managed. :

Ie
demanded amongft other Things, that the

1697. the Title of Majefty, he declared in it his
LY ardent Defire of Peace, and great Paffion for

the Power of afluring him of his Obedience
and Refpeét; but added, that having the
Honour of being Primate of a Nation, not
accuftomed to admit any Sovereign, but fuch
as {hould be elected by their free and unani-
mous Confent, he fhould apply his whole
Power and Endeavours in fuch a Manner,
that the prefent Occafions of Strife might be
removed with Honour in the Rokozs.

The Aflembly of Gonfederacy, or Rokozs,
to which the Primate referred; had been
fummoned by thatPrelate with the Electors
Confent, who fent thither for his Deputies,
the Grand Marthal of the Crown, and the
great Treafurer of Lithuania. That Aflembly
was held at Lowitz, the 18th of Feb. at
which the Envoy of Brandenburgh was pre-
fent. It was expetted, that the Primate’s
fole Application would have been to have
induced the Affembly to Submiffion, as he
had promifed in{ome Meafure, but he went
no. further than propofing in general, that
proper Methods thould be found, for the
Re-eftablithment of the Laws, and the pub-
lick Safety and Tranquillity. The Elector’s
Deputies were then called in, who prefent-
ed their Powers, and at the fame Time a
i etter from their Mafter. But the Quality
of Commiffioners given them, and fome Ex-
‘ prefliong
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preflions, that did not feem confiftent, in- 1697
raged the Members of the Aflembly to fuch oy
a Degree, that the Deputies were obliged to
retire as faft as poflible, to prevent their be-
ing infulted. Nor were a new Letter and
other Powers, which they fent for, much
more fuccefsful. Several Members of the
Rokozs exclaimed againft the Title of King,
which the Ele&tor aflumed. The Letter
was however received ; but with much Dif-
ficulty. Twenty one Articles were prepared
in Confequence, without which; the Affem-
bly declared themfelves incapable of re-
ceiving the Eleétor for rightful King. The

As to the Lofs the Rokozs fuf- 1697
rained of the Deputies of Little Poland, and e
the three Palatinates of the Great, the Bi-
thop of Kiow, &c. that was in fome Mea-
fure repaired by fix Standards of the Crown
Army, who declared for them, as did feveral
Lords, who abandoned the Elecor and join-
ed the €onfederacy.

Such was the Confequence of the Aflem-
bly of Rokozs, from which the Elettor pro-
mifed himfelf the Confirmation of his Au-
thority. Many People had not been mifta-
ken in their Conjectures. They could not
comprehend the Elector’s Reafons for per-
mitting that Affembly, and thought it more
advifeable for him to have forced the Pri-
mate and his Adherents to fubmit.

The
Envoy was under the Neceflity of content-
ing himfelf ‘with fo {light-a Satisfaction,
which was all he could expe& in a Time
of Confufion, when neither of the Parties
fcarce paid any Regard to the Rights of
Nations, to Law, or Religion.

The Troubles were to the full as great in
Lithuania. 'The Army had almoft intirely
revolted from the great General, and {ub-
mitted to the Orders of Oginfks, great Stan-
dard-bearer; and all the Nobility, who had
taken Party with that Officer, demanded a
Coequation with the fame Order in Poland,
and thatthe enfuing Diet fhould be held un-
der Arms, and on Horfeback. They infift-
ed further upon four hundred thoufand
Crowns, which, as they faid, had been pro-
mifed to General Sapieha, for the payment
of the Army. ‘Thislaft Article was not the
moft difficult to regulate. 'The EleGor’s
Defign was to purchafe Peace at any Price.
The Demand of a Diet to aflemblein Arms
and on Horfeback, gave much more Trouble.

therefore abfolutely refufed to comply
with fuch a Demand ; tho’ at the Hazard
of feeing the Coequation of the Nobility
of Lithuania with: thofe of Poland take
Effe&.

. This Coequation was as much defired by
the Nobility of the Kingdem, as by thofe publifiies ;
of Lithuania. Happily for the Elettor, e
was contrary to the Rights of Prince Sa-
pieha and his Family, who were in Poffef-
fion of moft of the great Officesof the Duchy,
and they all joined in oppofing the Coeguatz-
on. 'The great General publithed a2 Mani-
fefto, wherein he made appear, that Ogin-
fki’s Conduct was not only irregular, butcon-
wary as well to Equity as Humanity ; and
expofed the Violences and Cruelties, com-
mitted by that Officer. This Manifefto
was more fuccefsful than was expected. It
made a ftrong Impreflion uponagreat Num-
ber of the Malecontents. Partof the Army
and Numbers of Gentlemen abandoned O-
ginfki, and wentover to the General, with a
Refolution to oppofe all thofe who fhould
undertake any Thing againft the publick
Tranquillity.  With this  Reinforcement
Sapicha advanced to his Enemy, who did

At Warfaw they carried it {o far, as to
aftix upon the Church Door; an impious
and feditious Writing, in the Latin, Po-
lifbh, and French Languages. It was an
Invitation of all true Chriftians to affemble
on the third of March, to put all the Ger-
mans to the Sword, with the Promife of
Pardon for the Sins of thofe, who thould
join in fo good a Work. The Ele€or was
not much alarmed at 2 Menace publifhed in
that Manner; but however did not omit to
take his Precautions. He publifhed a con-
fiderable Reward to thofe, who would difs
cover the Author of that Writing, and gave
Orders, that a good Guard fhould be kept
the Day affigned for the Execution. But
no Body appeared. Thus the Hopes that had
been conceived, thatthe Divifions of Poland
would foon be made eafy, came to Nothing.

contrary, were feen to improve more and
more, without the Appearance of their be-
ing foon at an End. 'The Queen of Poland;
befides, who had hitherto feemed to act in
Concert with the King of France, treated

of the Horfe Militia. The next Day that °
Prince made his publick Entry, received the
Keys of that City from the Burgomafter
Ferber, and was conducted to an Houfe pre-
pared for his Reception, where the City re-
galed him magnificently for three Days.
Having a Curiofity to fee the Abby of O/:-
va, he went thither the 21ft, and could not
deny himfelf the Satisfaction of vifiting that
Part of the Coaft, where the French had lain
at Anchor, and,where the Prince of Contz
landed. The 25th he received the City of
Dantzick's Oaths of Fidelity and Homage,
after having confirmed the Privileges of its
Inhabitants, and fworn to maintain them
entirely.

During this T'ime the Rokozs, more averfe
than ever to Accommodation, took Meafures
to encreafe their Strength. They fenta De-
putation into France, to defire Aid, and {ol-
licite the Prince of Conts’s return into Poland.
But thofe Deputies were given to underftand,
the ill Ufe, that had been made of that Prin=
ce’s Prefence when amongft them, was a
fufficient Reafon for thinking it improper to
interfere further in their Affairs. They were
likewife informed, that a People, who had
failed fo much in their Profeffions, did not
deferve
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Jeferve any Meafures thould be taken in their

Favour. The Court of France was offend- ¢

ed at the little Warmth the Poles exprefled,
when the Prince of Con#i appeared on their
Coafts : But their Coldnefs proceeded from
far different Caufes : On one Side they ap-
prehended, that the Poles, who fhewed {o
much Zeal in negociating, might fail a fe-
cond Time of Refolution, when it fhould
come to A&ion ; on the other it was to be
feared, that the northern Princes might op-
pofe the Enterprize, and the King of Dezn-
mark refufe to let a French Squadron pafs
the Sound. Nor indeed, confidering the
pofture of Affairs, was it confiftent with Po-
licy, to fupport the Prince of Conts’s Preten-
fions. A far more important View employ’d
at that Time the Court of France’s Atten-
tion. The King of Spain was dangerouily
ill ; in Cafe of whofe Death, France would
have Occafion for all its Forces to fecure a
Succeflion, which it was expected would be
difputed to the utmoft.

It was no fmall Advantage to the Elettor,
to be no longer under Apprehenfions from
the French, and the Arrival of Paulucci,
the Pope’s Nuncio, was as much in his Fav-
our. But Poland and Lithuania werefo di-
vided, and their Heats ran fo high, that
there was little Reafon to expe& Tranquilli-
ty would foon be re-eftablithed. The Nun-

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cio’s informing the Primate, and the Mem-
bers of the Rokozs of his Arrival, had no
Effect upon them; nor was his propofing
Conditions of Accommodation more fuccefs-

Treaty immediately began. The Nun-
cio took upon him the Office of Media-
tor for the EleGor on one Side, and the
Primate and the Rokozs on the other.
He affifted at all the Conferences and
found the Primate more traGable than he
expected.

This Alteration proceeded from two dif-
ferent Caufes. The fmall Number of Gentle-
men, who came to this Aflembly, gave the
Primate Reafon to fear, he thould be aban-
doned by the Confederates, and made him
concelve it Time to conclude his Accom-
modation. Befides which it was known, the
Ele€tor had taken Meafures for the March
of Troops into the Kingdom, to fupport
himfelf upon the Throne by Force. Such
a Proje@t made it eflential to refle¢t upon
the new Misfortunes, which threatened the
Republick, if they perfifted in the Refolution
of not acknowledging that Prince. And on
the other Hand they confidered, how ad-
vantagious it would be to the Nation, not
to provoke that Prince, to employ thofe
Troops in the Heart of the Kingdom, and

to the lofs of his Subjects, which mlght

be fo much better apply’d in recovering the
Lands, which the Infidels had ufurped upon
Poland.

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Reafons were approved. . It was their unani-

mous Refolution to proceed, and the Trea~

ty was accordingly ‘figned by ‘the Commif-
fioners of ‘the Ele&or, as his Plenipoten~
tiaries, by the Nuncio, as Mediator, and
Guarantee in the Name of the Pope, and
by the Primate, the Marthal of the Rokozs,
and the Deputies of the Palatinates.

After the figning of this Treaty, the Mar-Dificlati-

the Names of all the Nuncio’s compliment-
ed the Primate, and returned him Thanks
for the Zeal he had exprefled, in Defence
of the Nation, and Support of the Laws of
the Republick.

No-
thing was now wanting, but the Ceremony
of Homage they were to pay him, which
was fixed for the 22d of May. On that day
they came to Warfaw witha Train of more
than thirty Coaches, which the Senators
had fent to meet them. The Primate was
received at the Caftle by the Grand Marfhal,
who condu&ed him to the Hall where Au-
guftus expelted him, The haughty Prelate
did not renounce his Authority and the Re-
gency withoutextreme relu¢tance. Incapable
of perpetuating the Inmterregnum, he em-
ployed his whole Addrefs in protracting it to
the utmoft. The King would have had the
Interview in a Chamber, where a Throne
and Canopy of State were prepared for him:
But the Primate infifted he could have no
Right to them, till after the Election had
been folemnly confirmed. Auguftus judg'd
it improper to hazard by an unfeafonable De-
licacy, the Advantages of a Treaty fo happi-
ly concluded. He comply’d, and advanc’d
fome Steps to receive the Primate, who
made him a thort Compliment in the French
Language. He faid, That if it was his ill

Every thing feemed to denote the Siege of
Kaminieck, and the Tartars kept upon their
guard.

The Crown Army, which had been {fome-
time at Monafleriz upon the Niefter, had
Orders to march to Podbaicia, to join the
Saxon Troops who were advancing thither.
The Tartars, who had Advice of their
March and Strength, refolved toattack them
before they joined the King, and followed
them with their ‘ufual Swiftnefs, to the
Number of thirty five thoufand under the
command of two Sultans. They either cut
in pieces, or made Prifoners all the Strag-
glers of the Troops. The Poli/b Army ar-
rived however in the Suburbs of Podbaicia,
where they drew up in battle, in cafe the
Enemy, who were but half a League dif-
tant, fhould come to attack them.

Their Precaution was not vain. The
next Morning being the gth, at break of
Day they had fcarce formed in three Lines
when the Zartars fuddenly fell on. They
inftantly put the advanced Guard to flight,
and threw themfelves upon the front Line,
who received the firft Shock without break-
ing. At the fame time they attacked the
Rear, and put the Wings in diforder, which
they alfo charged, having furrounded the

whole
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whole Army. They foon opened a Paffage 1698.

to the Baggage, which they plundered en-
tirely, and where the Great General loft his
whole Equipage.

This Plunder faved the Polifb Army,
which was then in the utmoft Confufion.
The Tartars, who thought of nothing but
the Booty, gave them time to rally and re-
new the Charge with Succefs. They re-
pulfed them ac laft, after a Fight of eight
Hours, in which the Artillery, which was
perfecly well fupplied, was of the greateft
Service. ‘The Plunder however which the
Turtars had feized could not be recovered,
nor could they hinder their burning the
Suburbs and part of the City of Podbaicia.
The Poles, who were only eight thoufand
Men, loft about nine hundred Soldiers and
Officers upon this occafion, of whom four
were Stargfls. The Number of Prifoners
and wounded was much greater. Among
the firft were the Great General Fablonow-
ski’'s Son and two Starofts.

The Affair was now of forry
Years ftanding, and the Elector would be
delayed no longer. The 17th of Offober
ke wrote to the King and Republick of Po-
land, and demanded that the City of Elbing
thould be {furrender’d to him in Caution, till
the Reimburfement of what was due to him,
according to the Treaty of Welaw  in 1657.

He protefted his Intention was to
obferve religioufly the Treaties his Prede-
ceflors and himfelf had made with the Re-
publick, and promifed to preferve the
Rights and Privileges of the City of Elbing,
and only to take poffefflion of that Place in
right of Caution, which he engaged to re-
fien without delay as foon as the Debt

thould be difcharged.
He orders ' The EleGor’s Letter at the fame time to
'hebm*’.“ the Primate, was much to the fame effect:
vefted.~ He notified  his Pretenfionts to the Magiftra-
cy of Elbing, who defired a Delay. Their
Secretary, who was difpatch’d to Berlin to
obtain a Compliance with that Requeft,
could not prevent the City’s being invefted.
In vain did the Burghers, by their Letter of
Oclober 24th, reprefent to the Elector, that
the Article of the Treaties, by which King
Cafimire mortgaged their Town, was made
without their Participation, and without their
giving the leaft room forit; and that the
fame King and the Republick had releafed
them from it, by obliging themfelves to the
payment of the Sums promifed the Eletor.
'That they underftood with Grief the Satif-
faction had not been made, but hoped in
confideration of the Refpe&, they had al-
ways teftify’d for him; he would indulge
; them
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them in time to apply to the King of Po-
Jand, and to implore an immediate Difcharge
of the Debt, and that, let what would be
the Event, they would endeavour to find
Means of fatisfying his Electoral High-
nefs.

The Ele@or continued firm in his De-
mand of the Execution of the Treaty, in-
fifting upon the Payment, or the Mortgage;
and as the Inhabitants had exprefled an In-
cention to defend themfelves, he infinuated
his defire to take poffeflion without Hoftili-
ties: ‘That it depended upon themfelves to
prevent the Ruin of their City, and gave
them hopes of the utmoft Favour, in cale
they confented to open him their Gates. He

The Maintenance of their Privileges and
Religion, Schools and Hofpitals, the Con-
fervation of their Magiftracy and Com-~
merce, the Suppreflions of the Impofts up-=
on their Merchandife at Pelaw, with fome
other
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other Conditions, were the Subftance of this 1698
Treaty. ;

Auguftus feemed extremely affected withKing's |
the firft News of the City of Elbing’s dan- e s
ger. He exprefled his Refentment in the Occafion
moft lively Terms, and declared it necefla-
ry that Reparation fhould be had at any
rate.  He was ftill at Leopold, intending for
Lithuania to redrefs in Perfon the Troubles
which daily increafed there: But this Ac-
cident difconcerted all his Meafures. He
wrote to the Senate the, 2gth of Odlober,
which Letter was dated in the fecond Year
of hisReign. Its Contents were: The En-
terprize of his EleGoral Highnefs of Bran-
denburgh againft the City of Elbing, which
we could not expe&, and which has been
done withoutany previous Demand and Ap-

lication to Ourfelves, and the Republick, to
which every Enemy is obliged, furprizes us
exceedingly, and juftifies the Vengeance,
incumbent upon us to take. The reft of
this Letter mfifts upon the Neceflity of re-
lieving the Place, and appoints the Senate to
meet at Warfaw on the 12th of November,
to confult with him the neceflary Meafures
to prevent the lofs of it. He arrived at
Warfaw on the 1oth, fothat Elbing capitu-
lated the Day betore the Senate was 1o af-

hansburgh. ~ That Prince, they faid, got by
it a Pretence for retaining his Saxons in
the Kingdom. That Sufpicion was not
more juft than the Court’s Opinion, that the
Primate had fecretly called in the Eletor of
Brandenburgh's Forces.  Confidering his
Scheme of Politicks, he might indeed hope
fome good Effeét of that Bufinefs to the
State, as it was neceflary Auguftus, who
had engaged to pay the Debts of the Re-
publick, fhould either difcharge this, and re-
ftore Elbing to Poland, which would by
that Means fatisfy the Eleor’s Claim, or
that in failing to do it, he would draw an
Enemy upon his hands, who by a power-
ful Diverfion might affift the Poli/b Male-
contents to fend him back to Saxony.

But it is needlefs to look further for the
Motives of the Invafion of Elbing than to
the EleGor of Brandenburgl’s Politicks.
That Prince was too penetrating, not to ob-
ferve a Conjuncture {fo much in his Favour,
and that if he fuffered it to efcape, he might
never retrieve the Opportunity. The Re-

His firlk
Care was to put the great Projeét for recon-
ciling the Primate and Bifhop of Cujavia
on foot again. 'This Affair was of too great
confequence, in regard to what depended
upon it, to be neglected. It was entirely
carrying his Point to prevent the Primate
from referring the Validity of his Corona-
tion by that Prelate to the enfuing Diet, as
a Queftion neceffary to be examined.

He was in hopes that Means
might be found in this Interval to re-efta-
blith a good Underftanding between thofe
Prelates before the hazard of a Diet, in
which the Cardinal’s Refentment might re-
vive the publick Animofities but ill com-
pofed at prefent. In the fecond place, the
Succefs of the Negotiations at Carlowitz,
where the Emperor and other Allies had
their Plenipotentiaries, was not a little to .

They were treating a Peace
with the Turks, and the leaft Advantage tQ
the Republick from the Articles, could not
but have an happy Effet upon the Diet in
the King’s Favour. :

The Peace between the Carlowitzs
King, the Republick of Poland, and ‘the
Grand Signior, was figned at Carlowitz, the
26th of Fanuary, by Staniflaus Malakowski,
Plenipotentiary of Poland, and by Mebemet
Effendi and Alexander Mauro Cardato, the
Sultan’s Plenipos. It contains eleven Ar-
ticles, of which the Subftance, without
that heap of Expreflions and Phrafes often
fuperfluous, which a jealous and diftruftful
Policy has introduced into the Treaties of
Princes, is as follows; :

I. 'The ancient Amity {hall be re-eftablifh- Conditi-

II. The Poles fthall reftore all the Fortref-

Kaminieck fhall be reftored to the
King and Republick in its prefent Condi-
tion, before the 15th of March; the Sultan
renouncing all Pretenfions upon Podo/7a and
the Ukraine.

IV. The Sultan fhall forbid all his Sub-
jects and Vaffals, and particularly the Tar-
fars, from committing any A&s of Hofti-
lity for the future againft the Kingdom or
Subjects of Poland: The Vifiers, Begler-
begs, Cham of Crim Tartary, the other Tar-
tar Princes and Lords, and the Vayvode of

. Moldavia thall have exprefs Orders to be vi-
gilant in preferving the Tranquillity of the
Frontiers, and to punith the Violators of
the publick Peace upon pain of being
punithed themfelves; Poland engaging to do
the fame on their part.

V. The Empire acknowledges Poland to
be a State that always was entirely free and
independent, and that it has no Right to
moleft it by‘any Claim, Foundation, or Pre-
text whatfoever. :

VI. The Tartars who have abandoned
their Country to fettle in Moldavia, in con-
tempt of former Treaties, fhall quic the

baffador of Poland at the Port fhall be ad-
mitted to make fuch Demands and Remon-
ftrances upon this head, as he thall be or=
dered by the King and Republick.

The Liberty of Trade fhall be re«
eftablithed for all Merchants of the two
Nations, who fhall freely pafs and repafs
with their Merchandife, paying only the an=
cient Duties; to which no new Impoft fhall
be added : And no Merchant fhall be obliged
to pay any Debt upon verbal Evidence on-
ly, nor fhall be {ubject to any Contrats not
fet forth by Bill, or other lawful Writing
under his Hand.

IX. All Prifoners and Captives, taken
during the War, fhall be returned on both
fides, paying the Ranfom {ettled by former
Treaties: Such Ranfom to be lowered in

-have ferved; and if that cannot be amica-
bly adjufted with the Patron, in fuch cafe
the Judges of the refpettive Places fhall
decide equitably.

Each of which obliging it {elf to the reli-
gious Obfervance of the Peace, to notify it
to all Governors, Officers, and Magiftrates
in the fpace of thirty Days, and to punifh
feverely all Infra&tion after that time: Po-

Be-=
fides which there had, not been any pre-
vious Declaration of War. But it was re-
ported foon after, as the Effect of thar cele-
brated Captain of the Livoman Nobility,
Patkul’s Advice, who had the Zeal to fa-
crifice himfelf in defence of the Privileges
of his Country. He had made his Efcape
out of Prifon from Stockbolm, where
Charles XI. had condemned him to have
his Hand cut off, with the lofs of Honour,
Life, and Fortune; and carried into Poland
all the Refentment fuch a Sentence could
infpire in a Man convinced of his Inno-
cence. ‘He reprefented to the King of Po-
land the Facility of conquering a Country,
where the Nobility and common People
groaned equally under the Burden of tyran-
nick Power.

Flemming made the fineft Profeflions in
vain ; no body came near him; and detach-
ed to as little purpofe fifty Horfe, with Or-
ders to ride thro’ the Country, and“offer
War or Peace every where. Thefe Offers
were not at all regarded, the People conti-
nuing firm to their Duty; lefs perhaps
from their Attachment to a Sovereign, who
had deprived them of their Privileges, and
part of their Fortunes, than from the Fear
their Rebellion fhould one Day draw up-
on.them a more fevere Treatment.

Ainguftus went. in Perfon foon after into
T.jvonia to animate the Attacks of 'Riga,
or rather’'to make a Feint of commencing
the Siege'in form.  The Attacks till then
had' not been very lively, no Trenches had
been opened; the Saxons had contented
themfelves - with' firing fome Cannon' at'a
diftanée with little” or no Succefs; and as
General Flemming had left the Camp, and
whs gone ' to Warfow, to ask a Reinforce=
ment of Troops and a Supply 'of' Money,
Hoftilities had in a mianner ceafed on:both
Sides. #* The King’s ‘Arrival put his/Troops
i motion; ‘'who were reinforced almoft at
the 'fam¢’ time ‘with 'about 1000 ‘Men,

£ Horfe
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Horfe and Foot from Saxony. He attemp-
ted to pafs the Dwrna about five Miles from
Riga.  Some of the Swedes, who had beer
fent to the Relief of Livonia, made head a-
gainft him but gave way upon the firft Atc-
tack. . They were forced to - retreat, and
leave the Sawons at Liberty to encamp on
the other Side of the River.

The King’s ficft Care was to poft himfelf
to the beft Advantage. He feized a riling

geouﬂy;n(}round covered with Trees and Buthes,

which ferved to cover his Cannon from the
view of his Enemy. To avoid Surprife his
Rearguard did not pafs the River, but re-
mained on the otherSide, whereit alfo took
pofleflion” of an Eminence, and planted a
Battery of Cannon. Whillt Auguflus made
thefe Difpofitions, Welling the Swedifh Ge-
neral, who encamped at half a League from
Riga with 10000 Finlanders, Horfe and
Foot, thought it neceflary to quit his En-
trenchments and take a View of the Saxonus,
whom he believed much weaker than they
were.  Auguftus made ufe of a Stratagem
to continue him in his Error. "That Prince
oppofed him only for two Days with {mall
Detachments, who advanced flowly towards
the Enemy, fired at a diftance in a hurry,

and retired with the utmoft Diligence,
Welling deceived by thefe Feints, gave in-
to the Snare, and advanced with Refolution
to give Badttle to an Enemy he looked up-
on
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on as half conguered ; but he had been il 1700
ferved by -his Spies. ' No fooner was he

come within reach -of the Saxon Artillery,

than he was faluted with a ‘Storm of Bullets,

fiom a Place where hedid not fufpeét a fin-

gle Piece «of Cannon, and ebliged to retire

after having loft feveral hundred Men.

The next Day 'the laft of "Fuly, the Afﬂgﬂlj"b’m
Saxons encouraged by this ‘Succefs, came ?pizf,tise
down from'their Hills, and went in their Enemy;
turn in queft of the Enemy, who norwith- 22402
ftanding the Shock he had received the Day vantge.
before, perfifted in his Error of belicving the
Saxton Army lefs numerous than his own;
but was at laft ‘undeceived when he faw a
Body of Troops advance, capable of fur-
rounding him. The Inequality of the Com-
bat did ‘net however abate his Courage. 'He
received the firft fire without giving way;
but asit had notbeena litele rafh'to have food
his Ground longer againft an Army twice as
ftrong as his own, and fupported with Ar-
tillery, which gave it an additional ‘Supe-
tiority, Wlelling, after having fent off ‘th
Bagsage -and ‘Cannen into his Camp, re-

reated thither with the reft of his Tiroops,
leaving five or fix hundred ‘dead upon the
Field.

Auguftus animated by his firt Succefs, He advan-
advanced the firft of Augu} towards Riga, <= '
with Refolution to attack the Finlanders inga. -
their Camp. Welling faved him that Trou-
ble:
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ble: He quitted hisPoft, and entered farther
into Livonia with intent to {eize the Pafles,
by which the Saxon Partizans might plun-
der the flat Country.

He took with him however only o000
Horfe and 1000 Foot; the reft of his Troops
marched into the Town, as did the Inhabi-
tants of the Country round about, and all
Houfes were fet on fire, that could be of a-
ny Ufe to the Befiegers. The Body of Fin-
landers which covered the City of Riga be-
ing thus removed, the King made a Shew
of intending to attack the Place. He ap-
proached fo near it with defign to take his
Obfervations, that fome of his Horfe-guards
were killed by the Cannon from the Town,
After which he invefted the Place, and fent
to fummon the Governor to furrender it in
fix Days, charging him with all ‘Confe-
quences in cafe of his refufal.  Dablberg,
who knew his Duty, replied, That he
thought it an honour a great King would
condefcend to attack him in Perfon, and
thac his Glory would be fo much the
greater, in defending himfelf to the laft Ex-
tremity. Auguftus had lefs Inclination to
befiege the Town in form, than to have the
Gates opened to him; for which reafon he
made ufe of Promifes and Threats alter-
nately. When he faw the Governor was

inflexible, he applied to the Inhabitants. He -

fent back thirty of their fellow Citizens who
had
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had been taken Prifoners, giving them their 1792
Liberty upon cond:tion they fhould affuresaysss
the Burghers of Riga, that if they.did not
open thenr Gates at de time. fixed, . thei
Ruin was mevvtqbk, and that they {hould
only furvive their City to fee it buried in
its own Afhes.

On one Side, a Body
of “ Saxon 'Troops, ‘a Body of ' Branden-
burghers, another of Wolfenbuttle and ' a
fourth of He/fe-Caffel had joined the Danes,
who had taken feveral Places there: On
the other 8000 Swedes, the Troops of Ha-
nover and Zell, and three Dufch Regiments,
had entered Hulffein to the Duke’s ‘Af-
fiftance. In fine Charles XII. King of
Sweden taking advantage of the King' of
Denmark's Abfence, who was employed
in Holffein, had made an unforefeen Defcent
upon Zealand, which Defcent decided eve-
ry thing. Mafter of that Ifland and upon the
point of feizing the Capital, he had threa-
tened to put all Things to Fire and Sword,
if the King of Denmark did not ‘make’
Peace with the Duke of Holffein; The
Dane did not want much intreaty. At-
tacked ‘at once in Zealand and Holftein, he
was in no condition to make head on both
Sides.

The 2d of Oétober he invefted
it by a Detachment under the command of
Colonel Schulenburgh, and afterwards order-
ed General Steynauto befiege it; whofe Con-
du@ was much the {ame as General Flem-
ming’s before Riga. ' He founded the Com-
mandant with Threats ‘and Promifes, | but
thofe ways making no imprefiion upon that
Officer who knew his Duty and had his Ho-
nour at Stake, it was neceflary to order! the
Artillery to be brought before the Place.
The Fire was {o great, that on the 6th the
Breach was large enough for the Affaule.

'Their braveft
Officers. fell in the fight of their King, who
was himfelf in the greateft danger, When
a Cannon-fhot took off his Horfe’s Head,
he leaped intrepid upon another, .and con-
tinued to charge and give Orders with the
fame Prefence of Mind; till the right Wing
of the Enemy, unequal to the fupport of
fo obftinate an Attack, gave way, and took

1o flight. The King purfued them to:the

River Narva without Refiftance; The
Mufcovite Generals endeavoured in vain. to
rally - their difmayed Soldiers, and were
obliged to come themfelves, and lay down
their Arms at the feet of the Victor, Night
prevented the entire Defeat of the left Wing,
which Charles propofed to attack at break
of Day next Morning. But at two of the
Clock, General Veda who commanded, de-
fired Quarter for himfelf and his Troops;
which the King granted. 'The Soldiers and
Officers laid down their Arms at the King’s
Feet, marching uncovered thro’ the Lines
of the Swedifh Army, The lofs of the Muf-
covites amounted to 18000 Men, and of

the Swedes_only to 2000, including. the
wounded. After
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After this fignal Victory Charles made 1790

his Entry into Nazroa, attended by the Duke
of Croy and the other Muftovite Generals,
#6 whom he had ordered their Swords to
be returned. He ftay’d only two Hours in
that Place, to give Thanks for his Succefs.
After which he returhed to the Head of his
Troops, to prepare them for new Laurels.

A Council of Senators who met the 15th
of fanuary, came to a Refolution fo little
expeCted. The ‘Cardinal Primate having
propofed the Heads that were to be confi-
dered, it was found impoffible. to determine
in regard ‘to the greateft Part of them.

the fame time the left Wing, compofed of
the Saxon Troops, had attacked the Right
of the Swedes, which received their firfk
Fire without moving from their Ground.
Charles, who already affured himfelf of
Victory, flew to the Relief of his Troops,
His Prefence redoubled their Courage, and
they drove upon the Saxons with fuch fury
as made them give way. Auguftus did
all that could be expeéted from a Prince
who fought for his Crown. He rallied his
Troops feveral times, and charged at the
head of them in Perfon, but was fill re-
pulfed with lofs. He had 3500 Men killed

. or wounded, and loft forty two Pieces of

Cannon, with all his Baggage. The Swedes
had only about 1200 Men killed or wound-
ed. The Duke of Holffein Gottorp, Bro-
ther-in-law to the King of Sweden, was a-
mongft the dead, his Back having been
broke in the beginning of the Battle by a
Cannon-fhot.

The King of Poland took the Advantage
of this Sufpence to affemble a Diet at Sen-
domir; whither he went at the head of the
Troops, who had fought at C/iffow, and who
had been reinforced with 8coo Men, newly
arrived from Saxonmy. A great part of the
Arrierban of Little Poland were encamped
there. ‘The Affembly protefted againft the
Dethronement, and femt Deputies to the
Palatinates of Great Poland, to defire their
Concurrence with the Refolutions that fhould
be taken. -After Deliberations fufficiently
long, it was refolved that Deputies fhould
be fent to the King of Sweden, with full
Powers to conclude a Peace, and remew the

fthould be augmented to the {ame number
of Troops as in the Year 169o; That the
Nobility fhould be difpenfed with from
mounting on horfeback, by furnithing a
certain number of Men and Arms; and
that if the Accommodation could not be
agreed, Auguftus {hould defire the Affiftance
of the neighbouring Princes: And to con-
clude, they all iwore to employ their utmoft
Power and Fortune, their Blood and Lives,
in defence of the Roman Catholick Faith,
the Intereft of King Augufius, the Mainte-
nance of their Liberties and Privileges,
and the Confervation of the Republick in
all refpets. They declared Charles XII. an
Enemy to the State, and all fuch who per-
fifted in his Party, or'lent him any Afii-
tance.

But what was unfortunate for Augufius,
was the Kingdom’s not being unanimous in
thofe favomablc Sentiments for him. Dif-
order and Confufion increafed daily, par-
ticularly in Great Poland, where the Nobi-
lity had been feveral times upon the point
of coming to Blows with each other. Some
demanded, that fuch a Confederacy as that
of Sendomir fthould be entered into, in fa-
vour of the King of Sweden: Others would
have it for the Liberty of the Republick,
and fome refufed to declare for either Party.
"The King of Poland was afraid, that Gharles

oblervs
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obferving  the Diverfity of Sentiments and
Refolutions, might take occafion to object,
that the Embafly, which was to be fent
him from the Republick, was not unani-
moufly appointed, or fufficiently authorifed;
and refufe to treat upon thit Pretext: He
therefore determined to appoint a new Af-
fembly of the Senators, which was {um-
moned for the 22d of Sepz‘emz’)er, and was
to be held at Warfaw.

writing. After having given great praifes
to the Refolution,of "the confederated No-
- bility, he reprefented the Neceflity ‘of 're-
eftablithing a folid and lafting Peace in
the Kingdom' of Poland, and 2 firm and
infeparable Union between Sweden and the
: Cca ' Republick;
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Republick ; but obferved, that thofe Ad-

vantages were only to be expefted from
the Dethronement of Augufius.

Auguftus was {o enraged at this Pro-
ceeding of the Confederates, that he de-
clared he would look upon them for the
future only as Rebels, and treat them as
fuch upon all Occafions. All he could do
was to threaten. Befides the Nobility of
Great Poland, - thofe of the Palatinates of
Culm, Marienburgh, Pomerania, Dobrzin,
Brzefcia, Cujavia and feveral other Places,

joined the Confederacy. Every Day he

faw himfelf abandoned by fome Lord
whom he thought moft firm in his In-
tereft; and to add to his Diftrefs, the
Crown-Army exprefled no great Zeal for

having violated the Laws and Privileges of from all

Obedience promifed to him. This Refolu-
tion was. confirmed the 18th by'a folemn
Qath.
